The University of National and World Economy (UNWE) is
Bulgaria’s largest higher economics school and, with almost 100 years of
history, the first of its type in Southeastern Europe.

Created in 1920 as the Free University of Political and Economic
Science (the Balkan Near Eastern Institute), it is Bulgaria’s second oldest
university. Back then, Bulgaria was experiencing an acute shortage of
trained managers for its rapidly growing industry, finance, and
commerce. Initially, the University had three faculties: Diplomatic and
Consular, Administrative and Finance, and Economics and Commerce.
Prof Stefan Bobchev, an eminent scholar, teacher, lawyer, opinion
leader, and politician, served as the inaugural rector.

In 1940 the hitherto private Free University became the Higher
State School of Financial and Administrative Sciences, reorganised in
1947 as the University of Sofia Faculty of Economic and Social Sciences.
In 1952, it regained independence as the Karl Marx Higher Institute of
Economics. It adopted its current name in 1990.

The UNWE conducts academic research and teaching in
economics, management and administration, the law and politics. Today,
it has 21,000 students in 43 baccalaureate and 108 master’s programmes,
as well as 500 doctoral students in 38 doctoral programmes. The
University has eight faculties, four institutes, and over 30 research
centres.

The UNWE collaborates with over 100 universities worldwide and
prepares academics and highly qualified specialists for Bulgaria’s civil
service, financial system, economy, and foreign policy establishment.
Ever since the UNWE’s formation, its teachers and alumni have included
a number of eminent Bulgarian scholars, statesmen, bankers, diplomats,
and representatives in large international institutions and organisations.
