The Nativity of Jesus Christ is one of the greatest Christian holidays. The
event is so significant that it marks the beginning of a new era according to
the world’s most widely used calendar system.

And while they were there, the time came
for her to give birth. And she gave birth to her firstborn son and wrapped
him in swaddling cloths and laid him in a manger, because there was no
place for them in the inn” (Luke, 2:1, 3-7.) And then a new and very
bright star shone in the sky, and “behold, wise men from the east came
from Jerusalem, saying “Where is he who has been born king of the Jews?
For we saw his star when it rose and have come to worship him”. When
Herod the king heard this, he was troubled, and all Jerusalem with him;
(...) And behold, the star that they had seen when it rose went before
them until it came to rest over the place where the child was. When they
saw the star, they rejoiced exceedingly with great joy. And going into the
house, they saw the child with Mary his mother, and they fell down and
worshiped him. Then, opening their treasures, they offered him gifts (...)"
(Matthew, 2:1-3, 9-11).

Thus, with the worship of the wise men and the wrath of King Herod,
the earthly life of Jesus Christ — the Savior began who would change the
history of mankind and be born again in the souls of men every year in
the holiest night.
