Georgi Stoykov/Sava Rakovski (1821-1867) was an eminent Bulgarian
revolutionary, writer, historian, publicist, polyglot, and a founder of
organised struggle for Bulgarian Liberation. An important National Revival
figure, he was a versatile personality: he was also an anthropologist,
journalist, publisher, teacher, merchant, lawyer and poet.

Born as Sabi Stoykov Popovich in Kotel in a merchant's family, he
attended school in his hometown and in Karlovo and later at the prestigious
Greek Orthodox College in Constantinople to study philosophy, rhetoric,
mathematics, French, Latin, Ancient and Modern Greek, Persian, and
Arabic. Rakovski became one of the founders of the Macedonian Society,
which aimed at liberating Bulgaria. Later, he joined the struggle for church
independence.

Sentenced to death and repeatedly arrested for his revolutionary work,
Rakovski escaped abroad: in Austria he published his poem ‘Corski Patnik’
(‘Forest Wanderer’) and the ‘Bulgarska Dnevnica’ (‘Bulgarian Journal’)
newspaper, in Wallachia he helped Bessarabian Bulgarians to open a
Bulgarian high school in Bolgrad, in Russia he was engaged in literary and
research activities and wrote historical works, some of which published only
after his death. An internationally renowned historian, Rakovski sought out
and published historical sources of Bulgarian origin. He wrote and
published newspapers and a magazine.

Rakovski drafted revolutionary plans; he led a campaign against the
resettlement of the Bulgarian population to Southern Russia; he pursued the
idea of an alliance between all Christians within the Ottoman Empire; he
considered the establishment of a decision-making centre and interim
government; he set up the First Bulgarian Legion and believed that
organised detachments would encourage people to fight. Rakovski died of
tuberculosis at the age of 46, only months after the first detachments
entered Bulgaria.

After Rakovski’s death, his remains were transferred to Sofia. The
grateful offspring cherish his memory and a town in the Upper Thracian
Valley, the Military Academy in Sofia, schools, community centres, streets
and squares carry his name.
