After World War |, the founder of the international Olympic Movement
Pierre de Coubertin brought up the idea of creating national units which
would help promote and develop modern sport and the Olympic Movement,
foster national sports federations and cooperate with the International
Olympic Committee (IOC). At his suggestion, noting the merits of Bulgaria
as a country that sent its participants in the first Olympic Games in 1896 in
Athens, the Bulgarian Olympic Committee (BOC) was established on 30
March 1923 with the mediation of the Bulgarian diplomat and politician
Dimitar Stanchov and with the support of the Ministry of Foreign and
Religious Affairs and the Ministry of National Education. According to the
requirements of the 1OC, representatives of all 16 sports organisations at the
time took part in it, and General Eftim Kitanchey, an eminent sportsman who
supported with his own funds the participation of the Bulgarian team in the
VI Summer Olympic Games in Paris in 1924, was elected chairman.

The BOC established itself as a leader of the sports movement in
Bulgaria and an active participant in the international Olympic Movement. It
played a key role in the promotion of Olympic values, spirit and sports
culture, supporting the drafting of national legislation in this field.

A sign of respect for the country is the fact that Pierre de Coubertin has
invited prominent Bulgarians to be members of the IOC - Dimitar Tsokov
since 1906, Dimitar Stanchov since 1912, Stefan Chaprashikov since 1929 —
all of them actively participating in the development of the international
Olympic Movement. A particularly significant contribution of the BOC under
the chairmanship of Ceneral Vladimir Stoychev was the holding of the histor-
ic X Olympic Congress in Varna in 1973.

Bulgaria won a total of 230 Olympic medals, 55 of which gold, 90 silver,
and 85 bronze. The boxer Boris Georgiev-Mokata won the first medal
(bronze) for Bulgaria at the 1952 Olympic Games in Helsinki, and Nikola
Stanchev (freestyle wrestling) was awarded the first gold medal at the next
games in Melbourne in 1956.
