Dimitar Talev was a classic writer of the 20th century, journalist and
publicist. Born in 1898 in the town of Prilep (then still under Ottoman rule),
he touched upon the crucial theme of the national liberation struggles of the
Bulgarians in Macedonia in several historical works. Talev’s narrative is epic,
while also featuring vividly individualised characters — an embodiment of
historical events.

He published his first story as a high school student. Later on, he
published essays, impressions, etudes, and linguistic, political and social
articles in the periodicals. Talev was both a contributor and managing editor
of Macedonia newspaper before its closure, where he signed with his
pen-name Dimo Bolgarin and participated in the team of Zora newspaper.

Talev went through serious life trials because of his views. In 1944,
owing to his nationalist beliefs, the writer suffered repressions from the
communist regime. He was arrested several times, and after being impris-
oned, was sent to a forced labour camp. In 1948, he was interned with his
family to Lukovit. After his return to Sofia in 1952, he published the novel
Zhelezniat svetilnik (The Iron Candlestick), which brought him great recogni-
tion. The novel grew into the famous historical tetralogy: Prespanskite Kambani
(The Bells of Prespa), Ilinden (St. Elijah day) and Glasovete vi Tchuvam (I Hear
Your Voices). He completed the fourth book months before his death in
1966. In the tetralogy, Dimitar Talev grasped in-depth knowledge, psycholog-
ical and philosophical comprehension of Bulgaria’s fate.

Talev left a vast and genre-diverse work: stories, novellas, dramas,
children’s books, novels, essays and articles about Gotse Delchev, Levski,
Lyuben Karavelov, Peyo Yavorov, along with plots and biographic essays from
the Bulgarian Revival: Bratiata ot Struga (The Brothers from Struga), Hilendarskiat
Monah (The Hilendar Monk), a trilogy about Tsar Samuil, etc.
